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Two Good Reasons For Haiti Missions              by Jesse Lucas Jr. 

I came home from church 

excited after hearing a 

powerful missions 

message from Evergreenõs 

Executive Minister 

Marcia Patton.  Speaking 

to my younger sister of 

sixty -something, I said I 

was going on a mission 

trip to Cap Haitian, Haiti.  

A bit perplexed, but trying 

to be supportive, my sister 

Gwen commented, òWell, I 

suppose I can rent your 

room out for  a year while 

you are gone to Haiti.ó 

òNoó I responded 

whimsically, òI am going 

for only eight days.ó   

 

With suspicion in her 

voice she blurted, òEight 

days, what good can you 

do in eight days?ó 

 

The answer is, 

surprisingly -quite a bit.  

Letõs breakdown the 

Evergreen Haiti missions 

trip into two responses.  

The first is bringing more 

hope to a country that has 

had its share of pain, 

poverty and sorrow.  Our 

missionary opportunities 

included helping build the 

Baptist elementary school, 

spending time with children 

with disabilities, working at 

the eye clinic and surgical 

unit, worshiping and having 

communion at a Baptist 

church, teaching a freshman 

orientation class at the 

divinity school, visiting a 

remote village, and visiting 

an orphanage.  Additionally, 

we did sightseeing and had 

evening devotions.  

   On my 2014 trip we visited 

a remote village in Northern 

Haiti, about 70 miles from 

Cap Haitian.  This village 

lacked electricity, 

running water, roads, 

and sanitation.  The 

chicken coup was 

empty, the pigpen had 

no pigs, and they had 

buried over 300 adults 

and children from 

cholera.  Observing 

this as well as other 

poverty in Haiti, 

makes us wonder if 

there is anything we 

can do? Speaking 

through an 

interpreter, I asked the 

village chief what I could do.  

Expecting to hear a request 

for money, chickens or pigs, I 

was moved when he told me 

of burying so many children 

from cholera.  In their 

culture, a female must wear 

a dress to attend church.  He 

asked if I could send some 

dresses from America so little 

girls could go to church.  

Standing next to me was 

Jules Butler, 

a member of 

Good 

Shepherd 

Church, 

Lynwood 

WA. He would go back and 

get his church to fund the 

building of a well so that the 

village could have good 

water.  

 

     We learn in II Corinthians 

4:7 that òour great power is 

from God, not from 

ourselves.ó We were able to 

see and participate in Godõs 

work. Missions Warrior 

Pastor Jim 

Hopkins, from 

Lakeshore Avenue 

Baptist in Oakland, 

CA, got behind 

providing dresses 

for little girls.  We 

collected nearly 400 

dresses, which was 

enough for that 

village and other 

neighboring 

villages.  We also 

collected money 

for shipping the 

dresses, and had enough to 

purchase shoes and sandals 

for little girls and boys in 

that village.  Perhaps that 

looks like a minor thing, but 

as one little boy told me, 

òThank you, this is my first 

pair of shoes I have ever 

had.ó Our efforts are 

appreciated.

On my 2016 missionary 

trip to Haiti, I 

remember vividly 

visiting that same 

village with little 

girls running 

towards me and 

hugging me 

wearing the 

dresses we had 

sent them.  It was 

truly a precious 

moment. Even 

more precious 

were the children 

taking me to see their new 

well that Good Shepherd 

Baptist Church had 

provided.  That once 

isolated village now has a 

well, good water, and 

parents who can take 

their girls to church and 

want to send their children to 

school.  Will you and  your 

church help?   

(Continued from page 2) My second response to ôwhat you 

can do in eight daysõ is that we 

return and share our experiences 

with you.  Visiting a 

third -world country 

can be frightening.  

However, our  

experiences in Haiti 

have not been 

frightening.  For 

many people in the 

states, our first -hand 

reports fuel their 

impressions of Haiti. 

Our International 

Ministries hosts 

Nzunga Mabudiga 

and his wife Kihomi, told us to 

look for the good things, and not 

just compare Haiti with the 

opulence of America.  We had 

numerous opportunities to learn 

how they govern, how they 

practice their faith, where there is 

hope, and how churches can help.  

Most of us are available to share 

with your church groups our 

Haitian experience and where 

our 

churches 

can bring 

more 

hope. For

churches
